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ARCHPASTORAL REFLECTIONS

PP
opular studies on the topic
of leadership in recent years
define leadership by high-

lighting certain characteristics
of distinguished personalities in
the fields of business, politics, sci-
ence, or religion, who have indeli-
bly shaped our society.  These
studies find, as a general rule, that
leaders possess in common the
ability to communicate a vision
which inspires and motivates oth-
ers in the pursuit of a common
goal.  In considering the topic of
Christian leadership, this popular
definition certainly holds valid.
It is greatly enhanced, however,
when we consider that Christian
leadership is distinguished by the
practice of prayer.

Numerous references to lead-
ership and prayer abound in the
Holy Scriptures.  One need only
look to Moses as he led the chil-
dren of Israel throughout all their
trials and tribulations, giving
them the Ten Commandments,
parting the waters of the Red Sea,
and leading them into the
Promised Land.  All these acts of
leadership were possible only
through Moses’s concerted efforts
of prayer, of remaining in close
communion with God.  In the
New Testament, the connection
between leadership and prayer is
again realized in the Prophet and
Forerunner John the Baptist, who
prepared and pointed others the
way to Jesus Christ through the
prayerful act of baptism.  Turn-
ing to the example of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ, we find
that it was prayer which strength-
ened Him and focused His
thoughts always on the will of
His Heavenly Father.  We are
reminded of the passages in the
Gospel that state that our Lord
“went out to a deserted  place, and
there he prayed” (Mark 1:35; Mark
6:46, Matthew 14:23).  In the
Garden of Gethsemane particu-
larly, we see how our Lord turned
to the perfect calm of prayer in
order to focus on His Divine
authority and mission.  Similar-
ly, through prayerful commun-
ion with God, the Apostles were

inspired by the
Holy Spirit
at Pente-
cost to
c o m -
m u n i -
cate the
saving 
message
of Christ’s
G o s p e l
miraculously
in multiple languages.

In Christian leadership, prayer
is the means through which we
receive direction and renew our
vision.  Without prayer, Moses
would never have been able to
lead the chosen people of God into
the Promised Land.  Prayer, as in
the case of John the Baptist,
makes it possible for us to prepare
the way to God for others.  Prayer,
as with our Lord Himself, has the
ability to keep us in continual
communication with our Heav-
enly Father, and in so doing
strengthens us to inspire others.

As the needs of our faithful
grow within a complex society,
the need for effective Christian
leadership becomes especially
pronounced.  While we under-
stand that all Christians are called
to leadership in their communi-
ties, we also know from history
how the Holy Spirit endows some
with distinguished gifts—charis-
mata—of leadership ability.  As
individuals so endowed with
these charismas, your responsi-
bility to render Christian leader-
ship through your continued
exemplary service is even greater.
In a spirit of thanksgiving, I pray
in the months and years to come
that the members of Leadership
100 may continue to be graced
by the Holy Spirit, that our pro-
grams continue to insure effec-
tive leadership at all levels within
our Holy Archdiocese, and that
the power of prayer continue to
strengthen and guide every one
of you as you offer Christian lead-
ership and service.

WW
hen Constantine “Gus”
Kalaris joined Leader-
ship 100 last year he

came to a New York member-
ship event from his Maryland
home to deliver his application
in person. When he was invited
to the March 25 Greek Inde-
pendence Day ceremony at the
White House this year,
he came with his wines,
including Axios, a super 
premium Napa Valley wine 
he developed.

Never known for his
half measures, Kalaris,
who has over 20 years
experience building
wine lines, started Con-
stantine Wines in
Columbia, Maryland in
1986. Not content to be a wine
distributor, he decided to put his
personal stamp on his products.
Using the network he had devel-
oped over the years among wine-
makers and vineyard owners in
Napa Valley, he chose one of the
best winemakers in the business,
Robert Egelhoff, leased space at
a winery in St. Helena, Califor-
nia and secured top-quality
Cabernet grapes.

The result of the successful
collaboration is Axios, a wine
that has been rated “superb,
intense and firm” by the Wash-
ington Post’s wine specialist and
“remarkably complex and well-
made” by the Wine Spectator.
The 1999 vintage of 5,000 bot-
tles sold out, so Kalaris has
increased the 2000 vintage pro-

There were also two fascinating
public lectures by Alan Banks,
Supervisory Park Ranger of the
National Park Service, on the
historical legacy of the land sur-
rounding Boston, and by
Ramona Peters (also known as
Nosapocket of the Bear Clan)
who spoke on the sacredness of
the land from the perspective of
indigenous peoples. 

Mr. Alexander Zagoreos, of
Scenic Hudson, represented
Leadership 100. He observed:
“The seminar was a great success.
The presentations were informa-
tive, while the participants repre-
sented a wide range of views and
faiths. We were all brought closer
together by a better understand-
ing of how scientific principles 
and spiritual values can converge 
on the improvement of our earth’s
environment.”
